These are the opening words of , his prayer resonates particularly this
season. We just spent quite i 'Days, asking for forgiveness. The
focus suddenly is fully on forgiving others ul'it would be if one could truly forgive
anyone who may have offended - even acc , time, or a previous incarnation! The beauty of
this, is that by doing so, we are forced to (ook into our own shorlsconﬂngs and into the deeds of the day. A great
deal of inner-peace is achieved with forgiveness as we identify our own faults and deficiencies and undertake
to correct them.

In January 1920, Laura Ingalls-Wilder writes:

"We do grow beautiful vegetables beside the fire on cold winter days as we talk over the seed
catalogs; and our summer gardens are much more of a success because of these gardens in our minds. We
grow many other things in the same way. It is truly surprising how anything grows and grows by talking about it.

“We have a slight headache and we mention the fact. As an excuse to ourselves for inflicting it upon
our friends, we make it as bad as possible in the telling "Oh, | have such a dreadful headache” we say, and
immediately we feel much worse. Our pain has grown by talking about it. If there is a disagreement between
friends and the neighbors begin talking about it, the difficulty grows like jimson weed, and the more it is talked
about the faster it grows. If there is a disagreement between workmen and their employers, the agitators
immediately begin their work of talking and the trouble grows and grows until strikes and lockouts and riots
are ripened and harvested and the agitators grow fat on the fruits thereof. The same law seems to work in
both human nature and in the vegetable garden . . ."”

If this statement appears to be true, the opposite should be as well. In fact, Reb Nachman of Bratzlav gives a
beautiful recipe for happiness: “If you believe that you can damage, then believe that you can fix. If you believe
that you can harm, then believe that you can heal!” Our own happiness may be secured by intending the
happiness of others.

Borrowing from Oriental wisdom, Sogyal Rinpoche stated in his Tibetan Book of Living and Dying: "whenever
we harm others, we are directly harming ourselves, and whenever we bring them happiness, we are bringing
ourselves future happiness . . . Develop a good heart that longs for other beings to find lasting happiness and
acts to secure that happiness.”

Maybe by doing so, we might truly fulfill the mitzvah of “veahavta ler’echa kamocha”, “to love your neighbor
as yourself."”

Recently returning from a trip to New York, | picked up the in-flight magazine of the airline | was flying.
| began flipping through its many pages of advertisements until | came to an article about arts and culture in
Sarasota, FL. In bold print upon one of the pagesm&mous quote from Pablo Picasso:

“I begin with an idea and then it becomes something else.”

As | pondered the quote, | couldn’t help but think about its agylication to our community here at Temple
Emanu-ElL.

Most famous artists, like Picasso, are dreamers. Their inSpiraﬁbn comes from a well-spring deep inside of
them; a well-spring which sometimes surpasses human understanding. Yet, Picasso illuminates us about this
well-spring by helping us to understand, in its simplicity, the nature of this artistic creativity; an idea. Every
great person in history, who accomplished something of notability, did so with the impetus of an idea. Picasso,
however, says this idea “becomes something else.” So, the question is, “How does it become something else.”
The answer..initiative.

One of the things which | find so humorous when | look at Biblical art is how romanticized stories from the
Bible are often portrayed. Take for instance the story of Noah. Often, we see Noah emerging from the ark
and looking out upon a post-flooded landscape to see green trees, flowers, birds, and of course, the rainbow.
Really? If anyone has ever experienced a post-flooded environment as | have, they will tell you, it is far from
beautiful. The destruction is pervasive. Everywhere you look is gray and dead. Trees appear lifeless as the
entire landscape is more indicative of death and tumult than it is of tranquility and beauty.

Ultimately, it was this post-apocalyptic reality, which made Hoah afraid to leave the ark. In fact, we are told
that G-d actually had to tell him, “It's time to leave the ark Noah and get back out into the world.” This push
from G-d allowed him to take that first step and rebuild a destroyed world.

The comfort zones of life may seem like “cities of refuge™ to us in the beginning, but eventually they become
arks that we are unwilling to emerge from. Abraham had to take initiative in heeding the call of G-d to
“Lech Lecha..” to a strange and foreign land. He, too, had to emerge from his comfort zone to venture into
uncharted territory.

Temple Emanu-El, likewise, must inevitably emerge from its comfort zone if our ideas are to “become
something else.” As the proverb says, “you can’t win the lottery without buying a ticket,” so too must we
begin buying our tickets and take initiative to make our ideas become realities and thus grow this community.
So, I challenge each and every one of us who has an idea to not simply sit idly by, but take that idea and
implement it into action.

As Ben Affleck so eloquently said in the 2000 movie, Boiler Room, “Motion creates emotion.” Lech Lecha
and let us implement ideas into becoming something more that will help strengthen, invigorate, and emotionally
electrify this community.

Rabbi Irving Lehrman (1910-
2005) served as the spiritual
leader for Temple Emanu-El
on Miami Beach for 50 years.
He had a huge impact on the
Greater Miami, Florida,

[srael and world Jewish
communities and the
multifaith community and
built bridges between races
and denominations.

Rabbi Lehirman, 1946

Born in Tykocin, Poland in
1910, Irving Lehrman came to the United States at the age of five. He was

the 11t generation of a famed rabbinic family that goes back to the 1500s.
As a boy in America, he became fond of cantorial music and was invited to
sing with Cantor Yosele Rosenblatt.

In 1943, one year following his ordination from the Jewish Institute of
Religion in New York with a Masters Degree in Hebrew Literature, he
accepted a position as the rabbi of the Miami Beach Jewish Center. When
he threatened to leave after the first year, the congregation had a campaign
to build a "real synagogue" and he remained more than 50 years. He
energized a congregation of 200 families to become 1,500 families. His
eloquent, informative sermons attracted so many people that they had to line



up around the block to await entrance into the services.

Rabbi Lehrman founded the Day School (later named in his honor), earned
many honorary degrees, was a national and international Jewish leader and
a giant among all clergy. President Lyndon Johnson appointed him to the
White House Task Force on Food, Nutrition and Health and to the White
House Conferences on Aging and on Obscenity and Pornography. He was
named to the Executive Committee of UNESCO. He was the first Floridian
Jew to receive the Benemerenti Medal from Pope John Paul II.

Rabbi Lehrman was an active supporter of
[srael, a national and international
spokesman for Judaism and Jewish causes
and motivated many of his congregants to
get involved in politics and serve
leadership roles in community. Rabbi
served as president of the Synagogue
Council of America, chairman of the
Rabbinic Council for the United Jewish
Appeal, chairman of the Greater Miami
Jewish Federation United Jewish Appeal
Campaign and on many boards of Jewish
and interfaith organizations.

Rabbi Lehrman's vision, ingenuity, energy and inspired leadership built his
congregation into one of the largest and most important centers of
Conservative Jewry in the US. Even with his very demanding schedule,
Rabbi Lehrman always found time for his family (wife Belle and children
Rosalind and David), to read, teach, walk, swim and draw. He referred to
Belle as, "My light and my inspiration."

Lehrman's powerful sermons often tied
current events to Talmudic teachings. He
was as renowned for his thought-
provoking sermons as he was for his
charcoal portraits of famous people he
admired - from presidents and prime
ministers to rabbis and legends in the
fields of arts, science and literature. More
than 20 of his artworks will be shown.

Community to Commemorate 73rd Anniversary of
Kristallnacht

In the early hours of November 10, 1938 and continuing until nightfall, violence against the
Jews of Germany was unleashed in a whirlwind of destruction. Nazi Storm Troopers killed 91
Jews and rounded up 30,000 Jewish men to be taken to concentration camps. They also
plundered and destroyed thousands of synagogues, homes and Jewish-owned businesses.
Kristallnacht, which literally means “Night of Broken Glass,” refers to the shards of shattered
window glass littering the streets of Germany and Austria as a result of these brutal acts. This
event signaled the intentions of Nazi Germany's anti-Jewish policies, which ultimately led to
the Holocaust.

Miami's Jewish community will come together to remember that night and the chain of events
that followed at the annual Kristallnacht Commemorative Ceremony. The event will take place
on Thursday, November 10 at 6:00 p.m. at the Holocaust Memorial of the Greater Miami
Jewish Federation, 1933-45 Meridian Avenue, Miami Beach. In case of rain, the event will
take place at Temple Emanu-El, 1701 Washington Avenue, Miami Beach.

To commemorate Kristallnacht's 73rd anniversary, the program will include remarks from
community leaders, an eyewitness to the Kristallnacht, musical performances, poetry reading,
live tweeting and more. There is no cost to attend and the entire community is welcome.

“This annual ceremony is an opportunity for us to join in remembering all that was lost in
advance of the Holocaust, and for all members of our community to come together to renew
our commitment to never allowing something like this to happen again,” said Program Chair
Wendy Rothfield. “We're very lucky to have a number of Holocaust survivors who have
settled in our community over the years, and they serve as our most crucial link to these
events.”
